For music lovers worldwide, Carnegie Hall is the ultimate musical destina-
tion, an international byword for excellence, and an institution whose rich 
history chronicles the defi ning moments of so many of the world’s most 
admired and beloved artists. For the leadership of this institution, this 
legacy provides an enjoyable yet formidable challenge, as we work each 
season to devise strategies that build upon the past in imaginative ways 
and create essential new pathways for growth.

In many respects, embracing this challenge successfully was a hallmark of Carnegie Hall’s 2006–2007 season, as 
the Board and staff took major steps forward in formulating plans to ensure that Carnegie Hall remain a beacon 
of excellence and innovation for future generations of music lovers. Key to this process has been the creation of 
public and private partnerships that are enabling Carnegie Hall to undertake bold new programmatic initiatives 
on a much grander scale than was ever possible before.

Evidence of this can be seen in our January 2007 launch of The Academy—a program of Carnegie 
Hall, The Juilliard School, and The Weill Music Institute in partnership with the New York City Department 
of Education. Our aspirations for this program, described more fully later on in this Annual Report, are 
to play a central part in transforming the fi eld of music education on a national level. Last season, we also 
conceived ambitious plans for annual thematic festivals, beginning in 2007–2008 with Berlin in Lights, which 
offer audiences the opportunity to undertake journeys of discovery across a broad cultural canvas, not only 
through concerts at Carnegie Hall but also through an extraordinary range of artistic and educational experiences 
at partner institutions throughout New York City. In each of these efforts, our goal is simple—to make certain 
that Carnegie Hall remains a growing and vibrant institution, both attuned and responsive to the evolving needs 
of artists and audiences.

The successful pursuit of this goal is predicated upon the effort, encouragement, and generosity of numerous 
individuals. In particular, I would like to thank my colleagues on the Board of Trustees, whose devotion and 
generosity to Carnegie Hall continue to set a model for non-profi t organizations to follow. I also salute departing 
Trustees Sir Deryck Maughan and Alan G. Weiler for their exemplary service, and welcome new Trustees Nicola 
Bulgari,  Edward C. Forst, Marina Kellen French, Mark E. Kingdon, Lang Lang, and Sir Howard Stringer. It is with 
great pleasure that all of us at Carnegie Hall congratulate Ralph M. Baruch, Felix G. Rohatyn, and 
Nancy S. Rosenfi eld on their election as lifetime Honorary Trustees, and it is with great sadness that we mourn 
the passing of longtime Honorary Trustees Brooke Astor and Kitty Carlisle Hart. 

To our many friends in the city, state, and federal government, I express heartfelt appreciation for their continued 
support. I extend a warm welcome back to Bank of America—returning as Carnegie Hall’s season sponsor—
whose generous support has been critical in helping to bring great music to our stages. And to the dedicated 
staff, led by Clive Gillinson, I offer a round of applause for its unfailing effort, creativity, and commitment. Most of 
all, my greatest thanks go to you, our generous donors and loyal audiences, whose love of music and dedication 
to this wonderful house of music provide the rationale for everything that we do.

This is a stimulating period for all of us at Carnegie Hall as we build upon its exciting past to create a more excit-
ing future. It promises to be a remarkable journey, and as we embark upon it, we look forward to the pleasure 
of your company every step of the way.

Dear Friends,

With our 2006–2007 season, Carnegie Hall reaffi rmed its longstanding 
core values of musical excellence, diversity of programming, and integra-
tion of education and artistic missions, while also expanding the scope 
and range of its activities and developing innovative new initiatives that 
brought great music to an increasing number of people. 

Central to Carnegie Hall’s existence is its richly varied concert schedule, packed with performances by the world’s 
greatest artists. Offering the best in music in all its forms—classical, jazz, world, folk, and pop—the 2006–2007 sea-
son also pointed to the future with 20 Carnegie Hall commissions by composers ranging from leading fi gures such 
as Elliott Carter, Kaija Saariaho, and John Adams to ten emerging composers at the start of their careers. It was a 
year of great programmatic exploration, including 70th-birthday tributes to Steve Reich and highly personal Perspec-
tives concerts with Pierre-Laurent Aimard, David Byrne, Thomas Quasthoff, and the Emerson String Quartet. After 
four memorable years as the holder of Carnegie Hall’s Richard and Barbara Debs Composer’s Chair, it was also time 
to thank our friend John Adams for sharing his inventive and imaginative musical viewpoints with our audiences. 

The Weill Music Institute continued to play a central role in making extraordinary music accessible to as many people 
as possible with its multifaceted education programs. Serving audiences from all walks of life, The Weill Music 
Institute connected high school students with their counterparts in Africa as part of a yearlong Global Encounters fo-
cus on the music of Mali; provided talented young musicians with access to world-class artists like Paquito D’Rivera, 
Yo-Yo Ma, Osvaldo Golijov, and Dawn Upshaw through Professional Training Workshops; engaged tens of 
thousands of children nationwide in active music-making through LinkUP! programs; and reached residents 
throughout the city through Neighborhood Concerts. In the coming year, these programs will expand their reach 
internationally as we embark on our new partnership with Tokyo’s Suntory Hall. 

The creation of The Academy—a program of Carnegie Hall, The Juilliard School, and The Weill Music Institute 
in partnership with the New York City Department of Education—was a major accomplishment in 2006–2007. 
Offering two-year fellowships to the fi nest young post-graduate musicians from around the US, The Academy has 
provided extensive performance opportunities and intensive training in the area of music education to the fi nest 
young post-graduate musicians from around the United States, refl ecting our belief that the artist of tomorrow will 
require both the ability to perform at the highest level and the capacity to give back to the community. Now in its 
fi rst full season, this program is already attracting national attention. We are thrilled at the enthusiastic response 
we have received from our fi rst class of fellows and the productive relationships they have developed with teachers 
and students throughout New York City’s public school system, creating opportunities to spark interest in music in 
young people throughout our city. 

I am always moved by the ongoing dedication of so many people—artists, audiences, volunteers, and staff—who 
bring the musical legacy of Carnegie Hall to life each day. Looking ahead, we will continue to build on Carnegie 
Hall’s historic strengths, seeking to develop ever more creative and compelling musical journeys for our audiences. 
Most notably, the 2007–2008 season’s Berlin in Lights represents the fi rst of what will be many major international 
festivals at Carnegie Hall. Each festival will have its own theme, drawing upon our artistic and educational resources 
to create large-scale programming initiatives, including collaborations with leading New York cultural institutions.  

With its rich history, loyal audiences, access to the world’s greatest artists, and deep commitment to its public mis-
sion and extraordinary education programs, I have no doubt that Carnegie Hall is on the right track as it proceeds 
through the 21st century.

We look forward to having you with us as we enter another exciting year of musical excellence and exploration.

Carnegie Hall’s programs were expanded in fi scal year 
2007 with the implementation of the pilot phase of The 
Academy—a program of Carnegie Hall, The Juilliard 
School, and The Weill Music Institute in partnership with 
the New York City Department of Education—a two-year 
fellowship for outstanding post-graduate musicians with 
a dual emphasis on performance and education. In ad-
dition, signifi cant groundwork was laid for major festi-
vals—a new and integral component to Carnegie Hall’s 
future concert programming, designed to transform the 
way in which audiences experience the performing arts 
through cross-disciplinary exploration. This growth in 
programming will present exciting new creative as well 
as funding opportunities to management.

During fi scal year 2007, a total of 804 events took place in Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage, Weill Recit-
al Hall, and Zankel Hall; this included both Carnegie Hall presentations and outside rentals. Carnegie Hall’s 
own concert presentations totaled 194, up slightly from the previous year. Box-offi ce receipts and other 
concert-related revenue increased to $14,976,000 from $14,160,000, which refl ects strong audience sup-
port for Carnegie Hall’s concert presentations. Carnegie Hall also continued to experience steady demand 
for its performance spaces from outside renters, who represented a wide range of musical genres. 

Total annual operating and fundraising expenses were held to a modest increase of 2.4%—from $68.9 
million in fi scal year 2006 to $70.6 million. Revenues from mission-related activities (concert presentations 
and hall/building rentals) covered 50% of total annual expenses in fi scal year 2007.

Carnegie Hall continued to receive signifi cant annual donor support, totaling $24.8 million in fi scal year 
2007, which covered 34% of total expenses. Annual contributions from individuals, corporations, and 
foundations, including special-event revenues, increased 10% over the previous year’s level. The City of 
New York, through the Department of Cultural Affairs and the New York City Council, again provided 
$1.8 million in direct operating and energy support and also continued its signifi cant support for capital 
projects, which Carnegie Hall acknowledges with gratitude.

Carnegie Hall’s balance sheet as of June 30, 2007, shows net assets of $399 million, up 18.2% from 
June 30, 2006. Endowment investments increased 40% to $271 million, refl ecting a 22.7% return on 
investments for fi scal year 2007 and the fulfi llment of pledges. Unfulfi lled pledges to the endowment 
amounted to $30 million at fi scal year end.

Carnegie Hall’s fi nancial statements refl ect a high standard of stability and strength. Carnegie Hall’s 
achievements would not be possible without the generous support of our donors and the dedication of 
our staff—the keys to the sustained success of Carnegie Hall. We are deeply grateful.
