Throughout the 2023-2024 season, Carnegie Hall upheld
and continued to further develop its reputation as the
aspirational destination for the world’s finest artists,

a place where people of all ages are invited to come
together to learn, enjoy, and explore as we creatively
deliver on the Hall’s mission to bring the transformative
power of music to the widest possible audience.

The centerpiece of this season was Fall of the Weimar
Republic: Dancing on the Precipice, an ambitious
citywide festival that examined the fragility of democracy
through the lens of the fall of Germany’s Weimar Republic.
Stretching from January through June, it was the Hall’s
most expansive festival to date, shining a spotlight on the
bold artistic movements that emerged during this dark and
tumultuous era. The Weimar period offers so many lessons
that are as relevant now as they were decades ago. With
30 performances at Carnegie Hall and thought-provoking
programming created by more than 50 prestigious
partner organizations across New York City, the festival
painted a multi-dimensional picture of this complex

and consequential time, offering an opportunity to
contemplate important historic themes that still resonate
with us today.

Three curated concert series by distinguished artists
formed major programmatic pillars in 2023-2024. We
are grateful to Perspectives artists Franz Welser-Most
and Mitsuko Uchida, and our Richard and Barbara Debs
Composer’s Chair, Tania Ledn, for their exceptional
musical contributions, which underpinned a season
filled with incredible performances from early music
presentations to cutting-edge contemporary works and
programs featuring the best in classical, jazz, Broadway,
popular music, and more.

Complementing the performances presented on our three
stages, the extensive music education and social impact
programs created by Carnegie Hall’s Weill Music Institute
(WMI) continued to play a central role in our institution,
with initiatives dedicated to nurturing musical talent at
every level, encouraging musical creativity and play, and
harnessing the power of music to make a meaningful
difference in people’s lives. Designed especially for
families, students, teachers, young artists, and community
members of all ages, WMI’s programs opened the door

to hands-on musical experiences for more than 100,000
New Yorkers last season, plus hundreds of thousands
more around the globe. Among the highlights of 2023—
2024 were the 10th anniversary of our Music Educators
Workshop, building community and support for hundreds
of music teachers across New York City and beyond;

the expansion of the Hall’s early childhood programs,
including the Lullaby Project, which now works with more
than 50 partner organizations worldwide; and our new
series of Well-Being Concerts, which illustrate the benefit
that live music has on our health and wellness.

As the Hall’s main season winds down each spring, we know it will soon be
time to welcome back our three acclaimed national youth ensembles: the
National Youth Orchestra of the United States of America (NYO-USA), NYO2,
and NYO Jazz. Summer 2024 will always be remembered as a year when we
raised the bar even higher, presenting World Orchestra Week (WOW!), which
featured seven outstanding youth orchestras from five different continents in
a week of powerful musical making and cultural exchange, culminating with
all 700 musicians performing together under the baton of Gustavo Dudamel.
Earlier in the season, we were also delighted to introduce the NYO-USA
All-Stars, an orchestra that brought together brilliant young professional
musicians who are all NYO alumni, at a concert with Yannick Nézet-Séguin and
Daniil Trifonov that captivated Carnegie Hall’s audience. We look forward to
many more exciting performances with this group in the future.

Carnegie Hall welcomed a new class of Ensemble Connect fellows in
2023-2024, with 14 young professional musicians embarking on a two-year
program that cultivated their growth as performers, educators, and passionate
advocates for music. With fascinating performances, many centered on
Carnegie Hall-commissioned works; partnerships with New York City public
school teachers that bring inspiration into our classrooms; and interactive
performances in community venues, these gifted players are making a
significant impact in the musical life of our city.

Seeking to provide the greatest access to its programming and resources, we
continue to tap the power of technology to extend Carnegie Hall’s reach. Audio
broadcasts and video webcasts of Carnegie Hall performances, educational
resources for families and classrooms, and inventive digital content for social
media platforms are just a few ways in which we connect with audiences
everywhere. The continued growth of Carnegie Hall+—the Hall’s premium
subscription video-on-demand channel, streaming the finest performances
from many of the world’s most important stages, including Carnegie Hall—
ensures that music lovers can access the best of the performing arts at an
affordable price point, wherever they may be.

As we turn the page to a new season, we all feel greatly inspired as we
continue to redefine the role of this great concert hall into the 21st century.

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From in-demand masterworks

to newly discovered gems and
exciting premieres, Carnegie Hall’s
2023-2024 season was defined

by the notion that there’s “a story
in every note.” In hundreds of
performances across genres and
stages, many of the world’s most
exceptional artists made their mark
on this season of uniquely bold and
ambitious programming.
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Riccardo Mutiand’theiChicago Symphony Orchestra at Carnegie Hall’s Opening Night Gala | October 4

On Opening Night, conductor Riccardo Muti led the
Chicago Symphony Orchestra and violinist Leonidas
Kavakos in Tchaikovsky’s Violin Concerto, Mussorgsky’s
Pictures from an Exhibition (orchestrated by Ravel), and
arousing Giordano encore. Listeners worldwide tuned in
via a free Carnegie Hall Live digital and radio broadcast,
presented in partnership with WQXR. Muti and the
orchestra returned the next evening for a sold-out, Italian-
themed concert that included a New York premiere written
by Philip Glass in honor of the maestro.

Among the season highlights were original concert series
curated for Carnegie Hall audiences by three of today’s
most respected and insightful artists. In his five-concert
Perspectives series, conductor Franz Welser-Most led
The Cleveland Orchestra and Vienna Philharmonic in
performances that formed a centerpiece of Carnegie
Hall’s Fall of the Weimar Republic: Dancing on the
Precipice festival. These incisive programs included
works by Bartok, Berg, Hindemith, Krenek, Gustav Mahler,
Prokofiev, Schoenberg, Webern, and more, all expertly
contextualized by Welser-Most.

In the second installment of her three-season Perspectives,
pianist Mitsuko Uchida showcased her interpretive
mastery and rare gifts as a musical mentor and
collaborator. She explored the music of Schubert—
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including piano duets, works for four hands, and the
legendary song cycle Winterreise—in duo performances
with fellow pianist Jonathan Biss and tenor Mark Padmore.
Leading the Mahler Chamber Orchestra from the keyboard,
Uchida continued her survey of Mozart’s piano concertos
and more. As soloist in Ravel’s virtuosic Piano Concerto
in G Major, Uchida also made her long-awaited debut with
The Philadelphia Orchestra and Yannick Nézet-Séguin.

The 2023-2024 Debs Composer’s Chair was held by Tania
Ledn—a composer, conductor, educator, and advocate who
has been one of New York’s most impactful forces in arts
and culture since her arrival from Havana in the late 1960s.
The residency featured the Boston Symphony Orchestra
and Andris Nelsons performing Ledn’s 2021 Pulitzer
Prize—winning Stride. Three curated Zankel Hall programs
showcased newly commissioned works, New York
premieres, and an illuminating array of selections by Leon
and other leading contemporary composers, performed by
musical innovators Alarm Will Sound, Ensemble Modern,
and jazz pianist David Virelles with percussionist Dafnis
Prieto. Ledn also worked closely with Ensemble Connect
on an experimental Up Close concert experience; curated
free Carnegie Hall Citywide performances by JACK Quartet
and The Harlem Chamber Players with special guests; and
participated in a public discussion with Mitsuko Uchida,
followed by a Q&A with an eager audience.
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Orchestral highlights this season included Sir Simon
Rattle’s first appearance at Carnegie Hall as chief
conductor of the Bavarian Radio Symphony Orchestra,
Lahav Shani conducting the Rotterdam Philharmonic
Orchestra in its first appearance in nearly 40 years, and
Zubin Mehta returning to our stage with the Munich
Philharmonic. Major Carnegie Hall debuts included
Klaus Makela leading the Orchestre de Paris, Jakub
Hrisa leading the Bamberg Symphony, and the first-ever
performance by the NYO-USA All-Stars, conducted by
Yannick Nézet-Séguin with soloist Daniil Trifonov.

Legendary composer and conductor John Williams
delighted audiences at a sold-out benefit concert, sharing
personal behind-the-scenes stories and leading The
Philadelphia Orchestra in selections from his iconic film
scores, Olympic Fanfare and Theme, and more. The event
also featured Stéphane Deneve conducting Yo-Yo Ma and
the orchestra in Williams’s Cello Concerto.

Contemporary classical music offerings included a new
three-concert series by chamber orchestra The Knights.
Special guests Chris Thile, Wu Man, Magos Herrera,
Gabriel Kahane, and more joined them in creative
programs designed to expand the boundaries of classical
music. Zankel Hall also held concerts of new and genre-
crossing works performed by the prolific American
Composers Orchestra, piano visionaries Brad Mehldau
and Timo Andres, and vocalist-composer Ted Hearne,
who performed the New York premiere of his Carnegie
Hall co-commissioned song cycle Dorothea.

In what has become a favorite early-music annual
tradition, The English Concert and Artistic Director Harry
Bicket presented a full concert performance of one of
Handel’s operas—this season featuring soprano Lucy
Crowe in the title role of Rodelinda and countertenor
lestyn Davies as Bertarido. With his Hespérion XXI
ensemble, early-music legend Jordi Savall led an
illuminating exploration of Europe’s Baroque music
revolution of the late-16th and 17th centuries.

Carnegie Hall built upon its legacy of presenting the
world’s finest artists in intimate recitals on each of its
three stages. Audiences in Stern Auditorium / Perelman
Stage were enraptured by vocalists who included
bass-baritone Sir Bryn Terfel in his first recital since 2010,
and baritone Matthias Goerne, who performed a sublime
Romantic program of Brahms and Robert Schumann with
pianist Evgeny Kissin. Other world-class pianists featured
in their own recitals included Behzod Abduraimoy,

who performed solo and together with violinist Daniel
Lozakovich; Yuja Wang, one of today’s most in-demand
musicians at Carnegie Hall and worldwide; and a diverse,
cross-generational array of such notable players as
Seong-Jin Cho, Beatrice Rana, Daniil Trifonov, Sir Andras
Schiff, Kirill Gerstein, Isata Kanneh-Mason, Schaghajegh
Nosrati, Vikingur Olafsson, and many others.

Handpicked musicians from The Met Orchestra performed
as The Met Orchestra Chamber Ensemble in a six-concert
series in Weill Recital Hall, joined by musical collaborators
Yannick Nézet-Séguin, Anthony Roth Costanzo, Isabel
Leonard, and Nadine Sierra. Other chamber-music
highlights included the Gateways Chamber Players,

who paired Stravinsky’s The Soldier’s Tale with Wynton
Marsalis’s A Fiddler’s Tale, narrated by Phylicia Rashad
and conducted by Damien L. Sneed; soloists from
Germany’s esteemed Kronberg Academy, who performed
with renowned violist Tabea Zimmermann; Dover Quartet
with pianist Leif Ove Andsnes; Danish String Quartet with
cellist Johannes Rostamo; and more.

The 2023-2024 season also built upon Carnegie Hall’s
reputation as a worldwide home for jazz. Concerts
included an 80th-birthday celebration of revered

pianist, composer, and bandleader Kenny Barron with
his trio; the Carnegie Hall debut of vocalist and pianist
Kandace Springs; the debut of a new all-star quintet led
by Grammy- and Academy Award—winning drummer
Antonio Sanchez; and a special performance by NEA Jazz
Master vocalist Dee Dee Bridgewater and trumpeter Sean
Jones with the NYO Jazz All-Star Big Band, comprising
outstanding musicians and alums from Carnegie Hall’s
national youth ensemble NYO Jazz.

The celebration of jazz continued with three programs
commemorating the centennial of George Gershwin’s
Rhapsody in Blue. In December, Michael Feinstein and
Jean-Yves Thibaudet united for Two Pianos: Who Could
Ask for Anything More?, a program of newly arranged piano
duos of works by Gershwin and more. In January, Yannick
Nézet-Séguin and The Philadelphia Orchestra performed
with the Marcus Roberts Trio, an ensemble world-renowned

for its orchestral collaborations on Gershwin’s masterpiece.

In February, Steven Reineke led The New York Pops with
Montego Glover and Lee Musiker in Jazz, Love, and
Gershwin: A Century of Rhapsody in Blue.

Several of popular culture’s biggest names were also in the
spotlight this season. Stage and screen icon Patti LuPone
performed her first solo Carnegie Hall show in more

than 10 years. Lea Michele made her highly anticipated
Carnegie Hall debut following her spectacular success on
Broadway and television. The New York Pops welcomed
some of Broadway’s brightest stars, including Sutton
Foster, Kelli O’Hara, and Norm Lewis.

One-of-a-kind, multidisciplinary events included the
return of Power Network, which featured candid financial
and economic discussions among an array of industry
leaders, as well as the Carnegie Hall debut of multi—
platinum-selling hip-hop artist Rick Ross. Historian John
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November 1918: The Great War and The Great Gatsby | November 8

Monsky curated a powerful Veterans Day performance
titled November 1918: The Great War and The Great
Gatsby, which featured celebrated Broadway vocalists,
Orchestra of St. Luke’s, and Monsky’s singular blend of
storytelling and eye-opening historical materials. Carnegie
Hall’s free annual Juneteenth Celebration, hosted by

Rev. Dr. James A. Forbes, was presented in association
with Healing of the Nations.

Prominent presentations by visiting producers included
an all-star St. Paddy’s Celebration of the late Sinéad
O’Connor and Shane MacGowan benefitting PEN
America; acclaimed poet Amanda Gorman with cellist Jan
Vogler; singer-songwriter Lyle Lovett and His Large Band;
a night of comedy featuring Jerry Seinfeld, Kevin Hart, Jim
Gaffigan, Amy Schumer, and Ronny Chieng with special
guest D-Nice; the Paco de Lucia Legacy Festival, which
featured some of the world’s top flamenco musicians;
banjo great Béla Fleck with Zakir Hussain, Bruce Hornsby,
and Anat Cohen; a concert presentation of Stephen
Sondheim’s Follies, which featured dozens of Broadway
luminaries; and an all-star New York Pops gala tribute to
Clive Davis, with guests who included Babyface, Busta
Rhymes, Deborah Cox, Art Garfunkel, Barry Manilow,
John Mellencamp, Carlos Santana, Valerie Simpson, Patty
Smyth, Ruben Studdard, Rob Thomas, Adrienne Warren,
Diane Warren, Dionne Warwick, and Avery Wilson. Rick Ross | February 13

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Each season, music education and social impact
programs created by Carnegie Hall’s Weill Music
Institute (\WMI)—all available at no or low cost—
reach hundreds of thousands of students, educators,
families, young musicians, professional artists, and
community members of all ages. In collaboration
with leading organizations and many of the world’s
greatest artists, these innovative programs are
designed to inspire audiences of all ages, nurture
tomorrow’s musical talent, and harness the power
of music to make a meaningful difference in

people’s lives. This year, WMI programs reached
75,000 New Yorkers in 400 New York City schools,
arts organizations, venues, and partner sites. In
partnership with orchestras, teachers, organizations,
and music presenters, these programs additionally
served people across all 50 US states and Puerto
Rico, plus internationally in 32 countries on six

continents. Each year, WMP’s free digital resources
reach an ever-growing worldwide community of
music lovers of all ages and aspirations.

\WMI offers an increasingly broad range of programs
to support health and well-being. Selected program
examples include Well-Being Concerts, which
combine elements of mindfulness and meditation with
performance; the Lullaby Project, which supports
parental health and the connection between parent
and child through the creation of original music;
Musical Connections, a music residency at Sing Sing
Correctional Facility that empowers individuals who
are incarcerated to unlock their creative potential,
build meaningful community, and find healing
through music; Future Music Project, which harnesses
the transformative power of music to nurture,
amplify, and celebrate the creativity of young people
incarcerated in New York City; and more. Carnegie
Hall is also involved in several innovative research
projects with scholars and universities around the
world to assess the impact of these programs.

Inspired by evidence that music helps people heal and thrive, and driven by Carnegie Hall’s mission to bring the
transformative power of music to the widest possible audience, Well-Being Concerts combine elements of self-care and
mindfulness with the joy and social benefits of a live performance. In these intimate events, held primarily in the Weill
Music Room, audiences are invited to sit and recline comfortably around the artists, immerse themselves in the music,
and follow a concert host in soul-nurturing exercises.

Following successful pilot performances, Carnegie Hall offered eight Well-Being Concerts in 2023-2024, including

a special performance in Zankel Hall Center Stage by trumpeter Sean Jones and alumni of Carnegie Hall’s NYO Jazz.
Other artists this season included cellist Joshua Roman, countertenor Anthony Roth Costanzo, flutist and vocalist
Nathalie Joachim, Kinan Azmeh’s CityBand, Sara Elizabeth Charles, Ablaye Cissoko and Cyrill Brotto, and Anat Cohen
Quartetinho. In addition to ticketed concerts open to the public, each event was repeated for groups of veterans,
healthcare workers, seniors, researchers, policymakers, and other invited community members who might otherwise
lack access. A private Well-Being Concert featuring mezzo-soprano Joyce DiDonato was presented with the Jameel
Arts & Health Lab in coordination with the World Health Organization (WHO) as part of their UNGA Healing Arts Week.

Well-Being Concerts also serve as experimental spaces and artistic laboratories for scholars and multidisciplinary
teams of scientists to partner with Carnegie Hall in exploring the relationship between music and health. Carnegie Hall’s
research partner this season is the Social Interaction Lab at the University of California, Berkeley, under the guidance of
Dacher Keltner, professor of psychology.

Free and affordable family events invite hundreds of families with children ages 0—10 to come together and engage
in musical learning, play, discovery, and connection. Family Days—free, daylong open houses that feature themed
activities and performances—remain popular biannual highlights. In October 2023, Family Day: 50 Years of Hip-Hop
celebrated New York’s beloved native art form, with activities that explored turntables, dance, visual art, beatboxing,
musical history, and more. April 2024 saw the return of Family Day: Spring Fest, an interactive musical journey that
celebrates Earth, nature, and all things spring.

Camille’s Rainbow, an immersive and interactive performance for babies and toddlers (ages 0—2), returned in its
second season as part of the Early Childhood Concerts series with fall and spring performances. Co-commissioned
by Carnegie Hall and Minnesota Opera, Camille’s Rainbow invites little ones and their caregivers to tap into their
imaginations, explore a world of colors, and become part of the show. Each season, Carnegie Hall also invites children
and families to sing, dance, and celebrate unique musical cultures in interactive Musical Explorers Family Concerts.

Lullaby Project

Returning in its 12th season, the Lullaby Project

pairs new and expectant parents and caregivers with
professional artists to create personal lullabies for their
babies, supporting parental health and well being,
aiding child development, and strengthening bonds
between parent and child. In partnership with 27 local
organizations across the country and 22 abroad, the
program serves more than 1,800 families annually across
healthcare, education, social service, and justice settings,
including more than 300 families in New York City. The
annual Lullaby Project Celebration Concert, featuring
performances by parents, musicians, and community
partners, was held in June 2024 in Zankel Hall and
streamed live on Carnegie Hall’s YouTube channel. It
remains available for free on-demand viewing, joining

a vast archive of original Lullaby Project music that is
professionally recorded each year and freely available
to the public. To date, more than 7,000 families have
written original songs for their children, and the Lullaby
Project SoundCloud page now has more than 100,000
listens from more than 50 countries. Carnegie Hall also
provides free training resources and materials to partners
worldwide, helping organizations to support families in
their own communities.

Musical Explorers is an innovative, curriculum-based
program that helps schoolchildren (grades K-2) build

fundamental music skills by listening, singing, and dancing

to music from diverse cultures around the world. This year,
more than 6,000 New York City school students learned
about Iraqi folk with Layth Sidigq, Dominican roots with
Yasser Tejeda, mele Hawai‘i with Kalani Pe’a, Kenyan
songs with Sylvester Makobi, bluegrass with Michael
Daves, and Armenian folk music with vocal trio Zulal. At

WMTI’s longest-running music education program returned
in its 39th season, reaching more than 250,000 students
and teachers (grades 3—5) worldwide. In partnership with
more than 100 professional orchestras, including 11 new
partners in the US this year, the program offers a yearlong,
instrument-focused curriculum that teaches students
about orchestral repertoire and music making, culminating
in a concert in which students play and sing along with
their local professional orchestra from their seats. For the
thousands of New York City participants, these horizon-
broadening concerts took place in Carnegie Hall’s historic
Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage. The 2024 concert
theme was The Orchestra Swings, featuring works by Duke
Ellington, George Gershwin, Florence Price, and Wynton
Marsalis, as well as a new work for big band and orchestra
by John Clayton (commissioned by Carnegie Hall).

Digital resources, also available at no cost,
include interactive sheet music and online lesson plans,
student activity sheets, and robust audio and video content.

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Music Educators Workshop

In 2023-2024, Carnegie Hall celebrated the 10th
anniversary of Music Educators Workshop, which
supports K-12 teachers through monthly professional
development, musical activities, community-building,

and more. From September to June, more than 120 New
York City—area music teachers convened to learn from
world-class professional artists, engage in workshops with
visiting faculty to help strengthen their artistry, and attend
inspiring concerts at Carnegie Hall. In June, participants
performed together in a culminating concert at Zankel Hall.

In 2023, WMI released a six-episode Great Music
Teaching podcast series hosted by trumpeter, bandleader,
composer, and internationally recognized educator Sean
Jones. The series is complemented by WMI’s online Great
Music Teaching Framework and accompanying video
series, as well as the free lesson plans and activities in the
Music Educators Toolbox. Each July, the Summer Music
Educators Workshop invites teachers from across the
country to Carnegie Hall for four days of workshops, music
making, performances, and networking, expanding this
community of great music teachers across the US.

Workshops and Master Classes

Tuition-free workshops and master classes provide emerging performers ages 18—35 with access to coaching and
mentoring from world-class artists who have established themselves on Carnegie Hall’s stages. Participants, selected
through an open audition process, gain an invaluable opportunity to further their artistic and professional goals through
public performances, showcases, and intensive private instruction. In addition to annual programs led by Renée
Fleming and Joyce DiDonato, members of the Vienna Philharmonic and Chicago Symphony Orchestra also worked with

rising artists this season.

SongStudio, Led by Renée Fleming

In its sixth season under the leadership of soprano Renée
Fleming, SongStudio gave eight aspiring young singers
and eight collaborative pianists from around the world

a chance to reimagine the possibilities of a vocal recital
and hone their craft with some of today’s finest artists.
Participants received one-on-one coaching with Fleming
as well as soprano Angel Blue, tenor Nicholas Phan,
pianists Graham Johnson and Javier Arrebola (who also
served as SongStudio’s artistic associate). Acclaimed
baritone, composer, and curator Will Liverman served as
SongStudio’s creative advisor for the first time, helping
participants prepare for the unique challenges and
opportunities of performing in-the-round in Zankel Hall
Center Stage, which housed the culminating Young Artists
Recital for the first time. Following a rigorous audition
process, this year’s participants included singers and
pianists from China, Finland, Germany, Japan, Malaysia,
Poland, Scotland, South Africa, South Korea, Switzerland,
and the United States.
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Joyce DiDonato Master Classes

In this annual series, mezzo-soprano Joyce DiDonato
works with rising singers to explore the powerful
intricacies of operatic singing. Public master classes in the
Resnick Education Wing welcome in-person audiences to
observe as the exceptional young artists work with one of
today’s leading experts. Master classes are streamed live
and remain available on-demand for a year, offering an
outstanding, no-cost educational resource to a growing
worldwide viewership. Program participants also work
with DiDonato in private sessions on topics such as
breathing, movement, auditions, and career development.
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NeON" Arts

NeON Arts provides funding and integrates free arts programming into community-based Neighborhood Opportunity
Networks (NeONs) across New York City. Offered in partnership with the New York City Department of Probation, the
program helps young people ages 16—24 explore the arts, establish positive peer relationships, and develop important
career skills. This season, Carnegie Hall hosted two culminating, end-of-workshop events with special guests.

The B-Side

Following a successful pilot program and inaugural
season in 2023, The B-Side returned in 2024 to introduce
more young people (ages 14—22) to career pathways

in the music industry. Open to all and aimed especially
toward BIPOC students, The B-Side connects participants
with music executives, producers, songwriters, engineers,
performing artists, and more. Through weekly workshops,
Carnegie Hall concerts, field trips, and guest-speaker
panel discussions, participants explore essential skills and
career opportunities in A&R, business affairs, marketing,
public relations, entertainment law, finance, and more.

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For nearly 15 years, Carnegie Hall’s programs in justice settings have played a central role in fulfilling the Hall’s mission of
bringing the transformative power of music to the widest possible audience. Serving people of all ages who are justice-
involved, these programs underscore the arts as a singular tool for self-expression, community building, and justice reform.

Musical Connections

Committed to helping participants achieve positive,
meaningful, and creative goals, Musical Connections
invites people at Sing Sing Correctional Facility to create
and perform music with visiting artists and Carnegie Hall
teaching artists. Workshops explore a variety of musical
skills, and multiple concerts for the facility’s residents,
staff, and families each season feature original works
written and performed by participants. Among this year’s
special projects was an ambitious partnership with the
Metropolitan Opera, which brought an abridged version
of Jake Heggie’s opera Dead Man Walking, performed by
renowned mezzo-soprano Joyce DiDonato, bass-baritone
Ryan McKinny, cast members from the Metropolitan
Opera production, and Musical Connections participants.
This season, Musical Connections also included a special
Family Concert, which enabled the participants’ relatives
to experience their creative work; and a performance with
celebrated jazz musician Arturo O’Farrill.

After returning home, program alums meet monthly for
mutual support, to serve as the Musical Connections
advisory committee, and to create and perform music
in collaboration with Musical Connections teaching
artists. Online access to Musical Connections materials
is available to incarcerated people of all ages across the
country on the Orijin platform.

Future Music Project

Future Music Project (FMP) is a free program for New York
City teens who are justice-involved. In partnership with

Through workshops,
field trips, and live performances, FMP provides a unique
platform for exploring music’s many facets—from honing
skills in songwriting and performance to discovering
career pathways in the music industry. Visiting artists lead
weekly workshops and help participants explore topics
such as musical traditions. This year, Future Music Project
also offered curated and interactive monthly concerts for
teens and staff at two secure detention centers.

Bringing the World Together Through Music

Each summer, Carnegie Hall invites America’s top teen instrumentalists to come together for free intensive training and
the opportunity to perform alongside the world’s finest artists at Carnegie Hall and beyond. Offered at no cost, Carnegie
Hall’s national youth ensembles—the National Youth Orchestra of the United States of America (NYO-USA), NYO2, and
NYO Jazz—attract and serve a wide range of musicians who reflect the talent and diversity of the United States. More
than 1,500 teens have participated since the program began in 2013, creating a unique musical community, spotlighting
excellence found across the country, and transforming lives. Every year, these extraordinary young musicians perform
at Carnegie Hall’s Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage, and then serve as dynamic music ambassadors as they travel the
world to play concerts and participate in cultural exchange and diplomacy.

Several special events this year in Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage further highlighted the accomplishments of these
ensembles. In December 2023, Carnegie Hall and the United Nations, through UNITAR, continued their longstanding
tradition of bringing people together through music with a performance by the NYO Jazz All-Star Big Band. Its lineup,
which was specially arranged for this event, featured NYO Jazz musicians alongside bandleader Sean Jones and NEA
Jazz Master vocalist Dee Dee Bridgewater. In March 2024, Carnegie Hall presented the first-ever performance by the
NYO-USA All-Stars. Comprising outstanding NYO-USA alumni, many of whom now hold positions in world-renowned
professional orchestras, the All-Stars performed a program of Shostakovich and Gershwin with conductor Yannick
Nézet-Séguin and pianist Daniil Trifonov. This concert also made history as one of the first two performances expressly
filmed for streaming on Carnegie Hall+. In August 2024, NYO-USA and NYO2 both participated in Carnegie Hall’s
groundbreaking World Orchestra Week (WOW!).
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World Orchestra Week (\WOW!)

Inspired by its own acclaimed
national youth ensembles, Carnegie
Hall brought together more than

700 young musicians from around
the globe for World Orchestra Week
(WOW!)—a historic celebration of
international youth orchestras—in
August 2024. This hugely ambitious
festival featured daily concerts at
Carnegie Hall by seven remarkable
ensembles from Africa, Asia, Europe,
Latin America, and the United States,
who performed with a global array
of renowned professional musicians.
The week of high-level music making
centered and celebrated the diverse
voices of young people, showing how
music can bring us together across
nations, cultures, and languages.

“It really makes me consider how
bright of a future we can have in

the world, to come together like

this. And nobody speaks the same
language, but we’re all able to speak
the language of music, and that’s
what really matters,” one participant
affirmed. All seven WOW! concerts
were heard by listeners worldwide
on radio and digital broadcasts on
WQXR, extending the international
reach of both the music making and
the personal stories of these amazing
ensembles.

The ensembles selected for WOW!
were the Afghan Youth Orchestra,
Africa United Youth Orchestra, Beijing
Youth Orchestra, European Union
Youth Orchestra, National Children’s
Symphony of Venezuela, and Carnegie
Hall’s National Youth Orchestra

and NYO2. In Stern Auditorium /
Perelman Stage, they collaborated
with conductors Teddy Abrams, Marin
Alsop, Gustavo Dudamel, William

In its 12th season, the National Youth Orchestra of the
United States of America (NYO-USA) featured exceptional
young musicians (ages 16-19) from 34 US states, plus

the District of Columbia and Puerto Rico. Recognized

as among the nation’s finest young musicians through
Carnegie Hall’s comprehensive audition process,

this year’s roster included 30 musicians who gained
experience through NYO2—Carnegie Hall’s training
program and ensemble for younger players—as well

as one musician who previously performed as part of
Carnegie Hall’s NYO Jazz big band. In July 2024, more
than 100 musicians came together for an intensive training
residency at Purchase College, State University of New
York, with a faculty made up of principal players from top
professional US orchestras.

World-renowned American conductor Marin Alsop led
this year’s concerts, which featured esteemed pianist
Jean-Yves Thibaudet as soloist. As part of World
Orchestra Week (WOW!), NYO-USA returned to Carnegie
Hall’s Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage on August 5,
joined by eight musicians from the Nazareth-based
Polyphony Ensemble. They performed Barber’s Symphony
No. 1, Rimsky-Korsakov’s Scheherazade, and Gershwin’s
Rhapsody in Blue, joining in the centennial celebration
of Gershwin’s masterpiece. An enthusiastic audience,
which included NYO-USA'’s peers from around the world,
enjoyed an encore of works by James P. Johnson and
Laura Karpman.

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Following the WOW! festival, the musicians embarked
on a South American concert tour that included debuts
in Montevideo’s Auditorio Nacional del Sodre, Buenos
Aires’s Teatro Coldn, Rio de Janeiro’s Theatro Municipal,
and Sao Paulo’s Sala Sdo Paulo.

The summer 2024 edition of NYO2, Carnegie Hall’s national
youth orchestra and training program for younger teens
(ages 14-17), consisted of 89 gifted young musicians from
29 US states. Following a two-week intensive residency

at Purchase College, State University of New York, in

which the young musicians trained with players from

top professional American orchestras, NYO2 travelled

to Carnegie Hall to kick off the history-making World
Orchestra Week (WOW!) with a concert on August 1.

In Carnegie Hall’s iconic Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage,
conductor Teddy Abrams led the orchestra in a riveting
program that included Bernstein’s Symphonic Dances
from West Side Story, Tchaikovsky’s Romeo and Juliet
Fantasy Overture, and Stravinsky’s The Firebird Suite, all
beloved repertoire staples. The program also included

the world premiere of a Carnegie Hall-co-commissioned
work by Emmy Award—winning, Dallas-based composer
Jasmine Barnes. Titled KINSFOLKNEM, the new wind
concertante celebrated family and extended family
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gatherings, featuring themes of gospel idioms and the
sound-world of a Black cookout. Principal players from
multiple leading US orchestras joined as guest soloists,
including flutist Demarre McGill, oboist Titus Underwood,
clarinetist Anthony McGill, and bassoonist Andrew Bradly.
Encores included an additional piece by Barnes and a
recent composition by Alex Berko, who raved about the
ensemble’s performance.

After the concert in New York, the full lineup travelled
south to perform on August 6 at the Dallas Symphony
Orchestra’s Morton H. Meyerson Symphony Center. The
concert was webcast through medici.tv and Carnegie Hall’s
YouTube channel. While in Dallas, the musicians of NYO2
also had an opportunity to collaborate with young local
string players at a special side-by-side event on August 7.

Abrams recalled, “Working with NYO2 during Carnegie
Hall’s World Orchestra Week was overwhelming and
deeply inspiring—one of the most meaningful projects
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I’'ve experienced. The NYO2 kids were spectacular: full of
positivity, curiosity, and genuine enthusiasm for life and
art. These young people, through their joy and passion
for music, proved that we are capable of transcending
borders and differences. | feel much more hopeful after
spending this time with these brilliant young people, and
now it’s up to us to offer this next generation a world in
which their talents and dreams can flourish.”

In its seventh year, the NYO Jazz big band featured 22
exceptional young jazz musicians (ages 16—19) from 10
states—including five returning participants—representing
multiple regions of the United States. Led by longtime
artistic director, bandleader, and trumpet great Sean
Jones, NYO Jazz was also joined this year by genre-
defying vocalist Alicia Olatuja.

In preparation for their annual performance at Carnegie
Hall, as well as history-making concerts in South Africa,
the musicians gathered for an intensive 10-day training
residency at Purchase College, State University of New
York, where they worked with world-class jazz artists
who included saxophonist Erica von Kleist, trumpeter
Tatum Greenblatt, trombonist Marshall Gilkes, guitarist
Marvin J. Sewell, pianist Helen Sung, bassist Mimi Jones,
drummer Quincy Davis, and ensemble coach Reginald
“Reggie” Thomas. The Carnegie Hall performance in
Stern Auditorium / Perelman Stage on July 20 was
streamed live via Carnegie Hall’s YouTube channel.

The full program was later released on medici.tv and
Carnegie Hall’s premium video-on-demand subscription
channel, Carnegie Hall+.

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NYO Jazz’s historic visit to South Africa—the first

African tour for any of Carnegie Hall’s national youth
ensembles—included four concerts at The Market Theatre
in Johannesburg, one concert at The Playhouse in Durban,
three concerts at Artscape in Cape Town, and multiple
music-making and cultural exchange opportunities

with local South African musicians. At performances
throughout the tour, the band was joined by South African
guest artists who included saxophonist Linda Sikhakhane,
trumpeter Muneeb Hermans, and bassist Romy Brauteseth.

This year’s program again showcased jazz as a living and
limitless art form. Highlights included big band classics by
Duke Ellington, Thelonious Monk, and Mary Lou Williams;
and contemporary pieces such as Alicia Olatuja and Michael
Olatuja’s “Kadara,” and Lakecia Benjamin’s “Trane,” newly
arranged for big band as part of Terri Lyne Carrington’s New
Standards: 101 Lead Sheets by Women Composers.

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With a focus on developing multi-faceted careers as performers, teachers, and passionate
advocates for music, a new class of 14 young professional musicians from around the world
joined Ensemble Connect in 2023-2024, launching their two-year fellowship program.
Throughout the season, the fellows performed at Carnegie Hall, The Juilliard School, Skidmore
College, the Solomon R. Guggenheim Museum, and in schools and community venues throughout
New York. They gave world premieres of Carnegie Hall-commissioned works by several of
today’s leading composers; engaged in unique professional development opportunities;
designed and led innovative, interactive performances, including approximately 60 in
schools and 10 in community venues; and continued their work as teaching artists, reaching
4,100 students in 13 New York City public schools across the boroughs.
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In Concert

In more than a dozen concerts at seven different venues,
this new class upheld Ensemble Connect’s reputation as a
world-class ensemble that performs a vast repertoire with
virtuosity, versatility, and a generous spirit of curiosity.
This season, Ensemble Connect performed the world
premieres of Carnegie Hall-commissioned works by inti
figgis-vizueta, Nathalie Joachim, and Natalie Brown. They
also performed works by additional living composers who
included Viet Cuong, Reena Esmail, Gabriela Lena Frank,
Missy Mazzoli, Jeffrey Mumford, Caroline Shaw, Chen

Yi, Du Yun, and the holder of Carnegie Hall’s 2023-2024
Debs Composer’s Chair, Tania Ledn, with whom they
collaborated on one of their signature Ensemble Connect
Up Close performances in March. In this innovative concert
series—which included two concerts this season—the
fellows work with visionary artists to create performance
experiences that experiment with concert format,
audience engagement, and multimedia. Their second Up
Close event took place in May, created and performed

in collaboration with percussionist and electronics artist
Levy Lorenzo and lighting artist and designer Nicholas
Houfek. In preparation, Ensemble Connect worked closely
with their collaborators in an intensive residency at The
Pocantico Center, funded by the Rockefeller Brothers
Fund. As part of this residency, they also presented an
interactive performance at Washington Irving Intermediate
School in Tarrytown, and a culminating “works in process”
public performance that featured a preview of Lorenzo’s
commissioned laptop quartet and more.

Other highlights in 2023—-2024 included a program of
Schulhoff, Weill, Berg, and Gershwin, presented as part

of Carnegie Hall’s Fall of the Weimar Republic: Dancing
on the Precipice festival; three varied and well-received
programs at The Juilliard School’s Paul Hall; a free concert

Ensemble bonnect Partn r School
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in Times Square as part of Carnegie Hall Citywide; and a
collaboration with Isaac Mizrahi and Nico Muhly, presented
as part of the Guggenheim’s Works & Process series.

Teaching

Ensemble Connect’s school partnerships represent one of
the largest and most in-depth collaborations between a
cultural institution and New York City public schools. Each
fellow is partnered with an instrumental music teacher for
a 25-day residency, in which they strengthen and inspire
students’ musical skills by emphasizing creativity, serving
as role models, sharing their professional perspectives,
and demonstrating the incredible possibilities of
performance with their expert musicianship. For the

17th consecutive year, Ensemble Connect participated

in biannual, five-day residencies at Skidmore College in
Saratoga Springs, New York. The fellows engaged with
Skidmore College students as well as the larger Saratoga
Springs community and students in local elementary,
middle, and high schools, offering master classes, lessons,
in-class demonstrations, interactive performances, and

a culminating concert at Skidmore’s Helen Filene Ladd
Concert Hall, which included Gabriela Lena Frank’s
Leyendas: An Andean Walkabout, performed in its string-
orchestra arrangement alongside Skidmore students; and
the world premiere of seven sisters paint the earth by inti
figgis-vizueta, commissioned by Carnegie Hall.

Interactive Performance

In addition to their extensive work inside instrumental
music classrooms, Ensemble Connect also presented
interactive performances in the fall and spring in every
partner school. In these popular and impactful events
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designed by the fellows, audiences are invited to explore
a musical piece or concept through guided listening
activities and opportunities for participation, enriching
the concert experience for listeners of all ages and
experience levels. Interactive performances are given in
assembly-style settings for school audiences, and the
fellows also adapt and present them for incarcerated
populations, senior community centers, homeless shelters,
and organizations that support people with disabilities.

Professional Development

Ensemble Connect musicians participate in professional
development sessions throughout their fellowship,
ensuring they have the skills not only to succeed in

the program, but also to successfully shape purposeful
and personally rewarding career paths that redefine

the role of the 21st-century musician. In rigorous weekly
workshops, fellows have the opportunity to work with
and learn from artists, composers, teaching artists,

and leading industry professionals.

Ensemble Connect’s 144 alums also play an invaluable
role in the current fellows’ professional development,
collaborating with them in concerts, serving as advisors
in their school partnerships, leading professional
development workshops, and contributing to education
and social impact programs through Carnegie Hall’s Weill
Music Institute. As the reputation of Ensemble Connect
has grown, so too has the demand for work by its alums,
who currently perform in more than 100 ensembles in the
US and around the world. In addition to these remarkable
performance careers, alums have also gone on to lead
and create nonprofit organizations, join the faculties of
universities and colleges, and much more. Decoda, an
ensemble that exclusively comprises Ensemble Connect
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alums—and Carnegie Hall’s first-ever affiliate ensemble—
was founded in 2011 and now performs annually in Weill
Recital Hall as part of Carnegie Hall’s concert season.

The Connected Musician

Created in 2021, The Connected Musician is a self-paced
interactive video series for collegiate and early-professional
performers, inspired and powered by the mission and
philosophies of Ensemble Connect. Featuring content

from Ensemble Connect alums and leaders in the field,

The Connected Musician introduces new approaches to
engaging with audiences, finding joy in a career in classical
music, and more. Available series include Create an
Interactive Performance, which helps musicians worldwide
connect more deeply with audiences through this hallmark
Ensemble Connect approach; Create a Musical Snapshot,
which helps musicians effectively introduce pieces of
music by developing their own personal Teaching Artist
Toolkit; and Inspire, a collection of insights and advice
across numerous topics by Ensemble Connect alums.

The next Connected Musician series, The Art of Concert
Programming, will be released in the 2024-2025 season.

Live Radio and Digital Broadcasts from
Carnegie Hall

In its 13th season co-produced by Carnegie Hall and WQXR,
Carnegie Hall Live brought full-length performances from
the Hall to audiences everywhere. Music fans tune in via
live radio and digital broadcasts, also available as limited-
time, on-demand audio streams, supplemented by artist
interviews and informative commentary. In summer 2024,
Carnegie Hall and WQXR also joined forces to provide
worldwide listeners with access to Carnegie Hall’s World
Orchestra Week (WOW!)—a history-making festival of
performances by international youth ensembles alongside
some of today’s biggest stars.

New Ways to Entertain and Educate

Carnegie Hall’s original videos, podcasts, playlists, articles,
and social media content extend the Hall’s reputation and
impact as a music curator, storyteller, and champion for
the arts.

Carnegie Hall released two original podcast series in
2023-2024. Hosted by jazz musician and renowned
educator Sean Jones, Great Music Teaching welcomed
a series of masterful music educators in conversations
about their personal histories, unique approaches,

and invaluable insights, exploring what makes a music
teacher “great.” Hosted by Broadway star Jessica Vosk,
and created in collaboration with WQXR and Sound

e —————————————————

Made Public, If This Hall Could Talk brought listeners
behind the scenes into Carnegie Hall’s history of culture-
shaping events, fascinating figures, and unbelievable
performances. In each episode, a unique historic artifact
from the Hall’s Rose Archives was selected to spark in-
depth conversation with special guests.

Other 2023-2024 highlights included the hugely popular
video of Yuja Wang’s Rachmaninoff Marathon Experiment,
in which Wang, conductor Yannick Nézet-Séguin,
members of The Philadelphia Orchestra, and concertgoers
tracked their heart rates throughout a history-making
performance. In the new video series A Story in Every
Note, artists offer fresh insights into their musical worlds
through candid conversations about a single, meaningful
piece of music. Its debut episode was nominated for a
New York Emmy Award in 2024

Carnegie Hall’s short-form video content—primarily used
on social media—has attracted millions of views over

the past year. One particularly successful video, created
for Instagram, tells viewers about the composition and
debut of Dvorak’s Symphony No. 9—which the composer
attended at Carnegie Hall. This 90-second video alone has
more than one million views.

Dynamic playlists, curated by Carnegie Hall staff and
selected artists, bring new perspective to Carnegie

Hall’s concert programming, including original playlists
that explored facets of the Fall of the Weimar Republic:
Dancing on the Precipice festival. An extensive collection

of original online articles and interviews, commissioned

or written by Carnegie Hall staff, continues to grow every
year, adding valuable new insight into the Hall’s history,
current concert programming, festivals, and much more.
“A Guide to Mahler’s Symphonies,” published in July 2023,
has received more than 10,000 views and is the number-
one Google search result for “Mahler Symphonies.”

The impact of digital initiatives across Carnegie Hall’s
education programs is transformative, bringing free
resources and classroom activities to hundreds of
thousands of students, educators, and young professionals
worldwide. The online component of Link Up—Carnegie
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Hall’s longest-running music education program, which
teaches children in grades 3—-5 about music making—
provides lesson plans, interactive sheet music, student
activity sheets, robust audio and video content, and
culminating concert materials to partner organizations and
teachers around the world. In 2023-2024, Carnegie Hall
filmed its Link Up curriculum, The Orchestra Swings, which
will soon be released.

Ongoing expansion and innovation continues within many
of Carnegie Hall’s established digital initiatives, including
the award-winning Timeline of African American Music, the
interactive Carnegie Hall Kids platform, and much more.
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Carnegie Hall+—Carnegie Hall’s premium subscription
video-on-demand channel, which provides streaming
access to historic and recent performances by
acclaimed artists from renowned stages across the
world—continued to grow in its third year. Expertly
curated by the programming team at Carnegie Hall,
the platform features world-class and full-length
concerts, operas, ballets, documentaries, and family
programs, all presented in state-of-the-art video and
audio quality, including 4K UHD and Dolby Atmos,
with new critically acclaimed programs added each
month. Carnegie Hall+ is now offered by nine leading
providers, including the Apple TV app, major cable
companies, and Amazon Prime Video.

This year, programming highlights included The
Leonard Bernstein Collection, the world’s most
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extensive selection of Leonard Bernstein concert
films, documentaries, and broadcasts—well-timed
with the renewed interest in Bernstein inspired by the
film Maestro. For the first time, Carnegie Hall+ also
captured performances for the channel directly from
the stages of Carnegie Hall—including Klaus Makela
with the Orchestre de Paris, and Yannick Nézet-
Séguin and Daniil Trifonov with the NYO-USA All-
Stars. Increasingly, Carnegie Hall+ also gives viewers
access to newly produced programs that have never
been available for streaming, including performance
highlights from recent international music festivals.
Carnegie Hall+ also adds new dimensions and greatly
expands the reach of the Hall’s season and festival
programming, which in 2024 included curated
programs dedicated to the arts and culture of the
Weimar Republic.
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A commitment to diversity, equity, inclusion, and accessibility
(DEIA) has been integral to Carnegie Hall throughout its history
and a fundamental part of the Hall’s core values as it looks ahead.

Since 1891, Carnegie Hall has provided
a showcase for America’s diverse
cultural development with a history
that reflects the rich and varied story
of our country. Inspired by Andrew
Carnegie’s aspiration that “all causes
may here find a place,” the Hall has
had an open-door policy since its
inception and has been the site for
groundbreaking concerts by artists
from a wide range of backgrounds
as well as significant civic events

representing a variety of social causes.

Today, Carnegie Hall’s commitment to
DEIA is central to our mission-driven
work and extends to our leadership,
our workforce, our artistry, our
audiences, and our partnerships. As
the Hall develops new programming
and initiatives, it actively seeks to
cultivate and champion these values
at every level—informing the artists
who perform on our stages, festival
themes, the repertoire and new works
performed and commissioned, and
music education initiatives—with

a focus on sharing and amplifying
stories that are representative of the
many communities that we serve.

Over the last decade, Carnegie Hall
has placed a focus on recruitment
to expand representation among its
trustees. These efforts have led to

a major diversification of Carnegie
Hall’s board, making it one of the
more diverse among New York City’s
major nonprofit arts organizations.

In 2021, Carnegie Hall launched

a strategic DEIA plan, which has
since served as a comprehensive
and growing road map for the
organization. A trustee-led working
group provides valued guidance on
the Hall’s initiatives, and a staff-led
DEIA Advisory Group serves as an
important thought partner, catalyst,
and internal evaluator of this work,
providing meaningful input to
Carnegie Hall’s senior leaders. This
group continues to support Carnegie
Hall’s inclusive culture, hosting book
club meetings, staff presentations,
and other opportunities for cross-
departmental interaction, and inviting
staff from across Carnegie Hall to
engage in discussions on a variety of
DEIA topics.

Carnegie Hall has also remained
committed to the intentional

and ongoing enhancement of its
accessibility measures, ensuring
that its facilities, programs, and
services go beyond compliance to
actively remove barriers and create
an inclusive environment where
individuals with disabilities can fully
participate and thrive.

As of June 30, 2024
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Carnegie Hall continued to develop its unique position in the world of concert
halls in fiscal year 2024 with a full season of performances and wide range of
exciting musical programming taking place in the Hall, throughout New York
City, and beyond. The Hall presented close to 200 concerts and educational
programs open to the public in the 2023-2024 season complemented by
roughly 540 events presented at the Hall by outside visiting producers.
Concert attendance was strong throughout the season, with many sold-out
performances. The Hall experienced significant subscriber household growth
in 2023-2024 as it also continued its focus on expanding its audience through
the development of its student ticket program; support of flexible, “create-
your-own” subscription options; and new events designed to attract first-time
attendees. Hundreds of thousands of people around the world participated in
innovative music education and social impact programs created by Carnegie
Hall’s Weill Music Institute—initiatives that play an integral role in advancing
the Hall’s mission of bringing the transformative power of music to the widest
audience possible—with many more connecting through the Hall’s robust
digital platforms.

Carnegie Hall’s overall operating expenses increased to $117.1 million in fiscal year 2024, compared to $111.1 million

in fiscal year 2023, as the organization’s programming continued to grow and some offerings were brought back,
re-emerging following the Hall’s closure due to COVID. Thanks to the generosity of the Carnegie Hall community,
contributions toward the Hall’s annual operations totaled $43.3 million in fiscal year 2024. The Hall reported a $2.1
million operational surplus in fiscal year 2024 on a cash basis. Additional funds were utilized for expenses related

to pension, bond funding, and significant capital projects. These included the current multi-year restoration of the

Hall’s historic facade, anticipated to be completed in late 2025, as well as a major energy efficiency project involving
alterations to the landmark building, funded by New York City’s ExCEL program, that will reduce costs and Carnegie Hall’s
carbon footprint over time.

Overall, Carnegie Hall’s net assets stood at $471.5 million as of June 30, 2024, compared to $465.8 million in the
previous year. Investments totaled $346.1 million as of June 30, 2024, of which $332.7 million in endowment funds were
invested in accordance with the long-term investment policy. Investments increased by 13.3% in fiscal year 2024. At
the onset of the pandemic and coinciding with the start of the facade project, the Hall’s board approved a temporary
increase in its annual endowment spending policy from its usual 5% to 6% beginning in fiscal year 2020. The Hall’s
endowment draw supporting operations for fiscal year 2024 was $20.1 million, representing a distribution of 6%,
calculated on a preceding 20-quarter moving average of the fair market value of endowment investments.

Carnegie Hall’s many achievements over the last year are directly tied to the support and hard work exhibited by the
entire Carnegie Hall family: our artists, Trustees, donors, audience members, volunteers, and staff. We appreciate
everything that they do to sustain the work of this great institution, and the important role they play in safeguarding our
Hall’s legacy as a cherished place that will bring people together through the best in music for many decades to come.
